So far, practically no one has been able to try and punish the
political and military leaders of Russia in this regard, while according to the
rules of international law, the jurisdiction to deal with the crimes and try those
responsible for the crime of encroachment on the territory of Ukraine belongs
to the national courts of Ukraine and the International Criminal Court, but in
reality, these two institutions cannot take action as expected, and some member
and non-member states of the International Criminal Court do not have much
hope that the measures taken by the court will be effective, and by presenting
There are proposals to establish special courts to deal with the crime of rape
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in Russia, and some others are trying to prevent the repetition of the behavior
by prosecuting the crime of aggression committed by the political and military
leaders of Russia in Ukraine. The same should be done by the governments
which, under the influence of superior power over other governments, can
commit international crimes by carrying out acts of aggression, also by
examining the procedure of the Court in facing acts of aggression in other
cases and also examining serious problems and obstacles. the court has been
investigated in dealing with the crime of aggression after the activation of the
jurisdiction of the International Criminal Court in 2018.
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
