Introduction: The government in any country is responsible for thousands of
different policies, both at the macro level and at the micro level. Therefore, it
is necessary to classify policies according to their types. There is no one-size-
fits-all classification. In short, in America, three common classes have been
used by policy thinkers. The third classification is commodity classification.
Some policies related to collective goods, that products cannot be divided.
Therefore, if the goods are provided. It should be available to everyone. For
example, national defense, clean air and traffic control. Of course, providing
such goods requires regulations and redistribution of financial resources.
Therefore, creating such benefits from the policies seems to be acceptable. But
goods cannot be divided. (Kaul and Mendoza, 2003)

Theoretical Framework: According to the literature on social welfare,
the definition used in this research is the age definition of social welfare,
which has 4 dimensions. The biological dimension includes: physical health
(against disability and disease) and mental health including; Demographic
composition, age pyramid, life expectancy, nutrition, etc. legal dimension;
including the protection laws for the affected and vulnerable groups, the laws
related to children, adolescents and women, and the penal laws regarding youth
delinquency and social harm; The social dimension includes security, social
skills, leisure time, family, population, groups at risk such as women and children,
and social participation; The economic dimension includes poverty, security,
economic development, employment, housing, subsidy payment system, public
benefit and non-profit economy, social justice, economic support for vulnerable
groups, etc. (San, 2017). Social welfare in Iran has been found in the text of
the country's constitution, which includes indicators such as establishing the
economic system, eliminating poverty and deprivation, providing food and
clothing, providing housing, employment, health and medical care, insurance
and pension, supporting It is the unemployed, the elderly, the disabled, women
and children without guardians, the survivors and the victims of accidents,
and education. According to the previous researches, this question is raised: Is
social welfare fully covered in the laws and regulations of the country? For this
question, one of the social welfare indicators should be considered. Here, the
age index is used to determine the dimensions of social welfare, and another
question is whether all the dimensions of social welfare of Amartyasan have
been reflected in the upstream regulations?

Considering the importance of the issue of social welfare and emphasizing
it in the promulgated laws and regulations, as well as paying attention to the
various aspects of social welfare to achieve a healthy life, it requires that the
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issue first emerges in the promulgated laws and regulations and is used as a
reference. be available to the executives.

Methodology: In this study, quantitative content analysis for the national
public goods, especially social welfare, has been done and the degree of
compliance of Iran's laws and regulations in the field of social welfare with the
social welfare dimensions of Amartiasen has been calculated. The statistical
population of the research is all the top documents of the system regarding
social welfare, including (constitutional law, five-year development plan laws,
budget laws, social security law and related regulations and laws).

Discussion and Results: The findings showed that from the analysis of
upstream data and documents after the Islamic revolution, each program
has been more growth and attention to welfare indicators than the previous
program. The second conclusion obtained from the review of the constitution
and development laws and other related laws and regulations is that more than
200 articles have been referred to social welfare indicators. The third conclusion
is that among the welfare indicators in the 6th economic, social and cultural
development program of the Islamic Republic of Iran, compared to other
programs, social welfare has been provided more fully and comprehensively.
The fourth conclusion is that equality and justice are generally mentioned in
all the five development plans, but they are not mentioned in the regulations
written based on the upper laws. Also, in the various dimensions of social
welfare mentioned by age, the biological dimension, that is, mental health, has
not been considered in the constitution and has been neglected. Despite the
fact that in the principles of the constitution in principle 19- equal rights and
principle 29- enjoying a healthy life. Also, the results of this research show
that based on the country's five-year development laws and other related laws
and regulations (housing, public education, insurance, transportation, national
security, health facilities, social services, employment, nutrition and clothing)
in social welfare categories are known as national public goods. It is worth
mentioning, in this research, it was found that in all the development programs
of the country and other laws and regulations, several things are of interest:
1- Absence of a comprehensive definition and an obstacle to social welfare in
the laws and regulations. 2- Numerous laws and their repetition and overlap in
the duties of executive organizations. 3- Lack of prioritization of development
indicators and parallel work. 4- Repetition of articles related to social welfare in
all laws and regulations and annually in the country's budget law. 5- Determining
general and visionary goals and the absence of an evaluation plan at the end of
the programs. 6- Failure to determine the expiration date of specific legal and
regulatory articles.
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
