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Abstract

No religious order emerges in a vacuum. The formation,
continuity, and normative influence of religions are invariably
conditioned by political, economic, environmental, and socio-
cultural factors. Islam emerged in the Arabian Peninsula at a
time when the region, save for limited territories such as
Yemen, was largely devoid of centralized political authority,
institutional governance, and coherent normative structures.
The Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) was entrusted with his
prophetic mission in a land characterized predominantly by
tribal affiliations, kinship solidarities (‘asabiyyat), and a
largely nomadic mode of life. Economically, with the
exception of relatively developed urban centers such as
Mecca and Yathrib, most regions of Arabia operated within a
subsistence economy lacking stable productive surplus,
thereby inhibiting the development of durable governmental
institutions, organized political authority, and integrated
commercial structures. Most nomadic tribes subsisted through
pastoralism, intertribal raids, and predatory warfare. The
identification and analysis of these socio-historical conditions
have attracted the attention of several contemporary scholars,
including Mohammed Bamyeh in The Social Origins of
Islam. Adopting a descriptive-analytical approach, the present
study seeks to examine more precisely the structural and
normative conditions underlying the emergence of Islam and
to identify the extent to which the institutional fragility and
decentralized character of pre-Islamic Arabia influenced the
doctrinal and normative architecture of the new religion. In
particular, the article analyzes the manner in which the
concept of divine sovereignty embodied in Allah functioned
as a transcendent substitute for the absence of centralized
statechood and monarchy in Arabia. Findings indicate that
Islam introduced a form of normative and juridical authority
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capable of compensating for the regulatory and institutional deficiencies prevailing
within Arabian society. More specifically, Islam’s duty-oriented and obedience-
based conception of salvation, grounded in unequivocal adherence to the Shari‘a,
contributed to the mitigation of normative fragmentation and legal instability in the
region. In this respect, Islam succeeded in synthesizing elements of existing tribal
and sedentary customary orders with the requirements of a newly emerging socio-
legal order founded upon religious legitimacy and normative cohesion.

No religion emerges in isolation from its civilizational environment. The endurance,
expansion, and normative influence of religious traditions are invariably shaped by a
constellation of political, economic, social, and environmental conditions. The
Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) was entrusted with his prophetic mission in a region
dominated by tribal identities, kinship solidarities (‘asabiyyah), and predominantly
nomadic patterns of life. With the exception of territories such as Yemen, the
Arabian Peninsula lacked any meaningful experience of centralized political
authority, institutional governance, or coherent normative order. Economically, apart
from limited urban centers such as Mecca and Yathrib, Arabia was largely organized
around subsistence production with little surplus beyond immediate consumption, a
condition that significantly impeded the formation of durable governmental
institutions, stable political authority, and sustained commercial structures. Most
nomadic tribes relied primarily upon pastoral subsistence, intertribal raiding, and
predatory forms of resource acquisition for survival. The identification of these
underlying socio-historical conditions has attracted the attention of several scholars,
including Mohammed Bamyeh in The Social Origins of Islam. Employing a
descriptive-analytical methodology, the present study seeks to examine more
precisely the historical and civilizational circumstances surrounding the emergence
of Islam and to trace the impact of institutional fragility, decentralized authority, and
nomadic patterns of life upon the doctrinal and normative structure of Islam itself.
More specifically, the article analyzes the role of Allah as a transcendent source of
sovereignty and normative authority compensating for the absence of monarchy and
centralized government in Arabia. Findings of the study suggest that Islam’s duty-
oriented and obedience-based conception of salvation, grounded in strict adherence
to the Shari'a, contributed significantly to mitigating the normative and legal
fragility that characterized Arabian society. Islam thereby succeeded in synthesizing
elements of both sedentary and tribal customary orders with the requirements of a
new socio-legal and politico-religious order founded upon religious legitimacy and
normative cohesion. The civilizational and environmental context in which Islam
emerged differed fundamentally from that of Christianity. Whereas Christianity
arose and matured within the institutional density and urbanized environment of the
Mediterranean and the Roman Empire, Islam emerged within the relatively
unstructured tribal and desert milieu of Arabia. Despite this environment, or perhaps
precisely because of it, Islam rapidly acquired normative and political authority
across the Arabian Peninsula and subsequently throughout vast territories beyond it.
Through the transformation and moderation of pre-existing social beliefs and
practices, Islam sought to establish a more cohesive moral and legal order aimed at
securing justice, social solidarity, and enhanced socio-economic organization. The
Arabian Peninsula at the advent of Islam was a geographically harsh and politically
fragmented territory characterized by diverse religious practices, limited urban
infrastructure, and the absence of clearly demarcated political boundaries. The
region exhibited a profound need for comprehensive social and normative
transformation, a need that Islam effectively addressed through the establishment of
a unifying religious and legal framework. Against this backdrop, several interrelated
questions arise: How did Islam succeed in expanding across Arabia? What
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transformations accompanied the emergence of Islamic normative authority? In what
respects did Islam differ from Christianity as a religious and civilizational
phenomenon? At what historical moment did prophetic authority evolve into broader
Islamic political authority? And upon what foundations did Islam predicate the
salvation and transformation of Arabian society? In addressing these questions, the
article proceeds in three principal stages. It first examines the conditions
surrounding the emergence of Islam; it then analyzes the practical and institutional
dimensions of the new religion; and finally, it explores Islam’s conception of
salvation and normative order. The study further engages with three principal
scholarly works that have addressed these issues from a civilizational and socio-
historical perspective. The first is the doctoral dissertation of Hashim Yahya al-
Mallah entitled The Governmental System of Prophet Muhammad: A Comparative
Study in Constitutional Law (1972), which examines the origins of the Islamic state
and the constitutional dimensions of the Prophetic government. The second is the
article by Mahmood Ibrahim, Economic-Social Conditions of Mecca Before Islam
(1982), which analyzes the socio-economic position of Mecca and the effects of
commerce and urbanization prior to Islam. The third is Mohammed Bamyeh’s The
Social Origins of Islam (1999), which adopts an interdisciplinary approach informed
by sociology and anthropology to examine the tribal structure of Arabia and the
broader social environment in which Islam emerged. The article also demonstrates
that the influence of civilizational contexts upon the formation of Islamic political
and administrative institutions became particularly visible after the demise of the
Prophet and during the era of the Rightly Guided Caliphs, especially through the
incorporation of Sasanid Persian administrative traditions into the evolving
institutions of the caliphate and its bureaucratic apparatus. This study has been
conducted using a descriptive-analytical methodology. The study ultimately
concludes that pre-Islamic Arabian society remained deeply shaped by tribal
loyalties, polytheistic beliefs, and limited abstraction in political and normative
thought. Despite the relative advancement of urban centers such as Mecca and
Yathrib, Arabia had not yet achieved coherent political sovereignty or
institutionalized normative authority. This absence of centralized political and
normative structures existed in a mutually reinforcing relationship with nomadic
patterns of life and contributed to the broader civilizational stagnation of the region.
Islam, particularly following the Prophet’s migration to Medina, fundamentally
transformed the social, normative, political, and economic structure of Arabian
society. By establishing trans-tribal religious, legal, economic, and social norms,
Islam facilitated the gradual erosion of tribal exclusivism, customary vendettas, and
polytheistic practices, while simultaneously encouraging commerce, social
conciliation, and the development of abstract religious and philosophical concepts
relating to the Creator, time, death, and the afterlife. In this respect, the emergence of
Islam marked a decisive civilizational rupture in Arabian history, effectively
dividing the historical development of the region into pre-Islamic and Islamic
periods. At the same time, however, the study emphasizes that Islam did not emerge
as a phenomenon wholly alien to Arabian society. Rather, it represented a
historically productive synthesis between sedentary and nomadic modes of life - a
synthesis that ultimately resulted in the predominance of a more urbanized and
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normatively organized socio-political order throughout Arabia. Finally, the study
explains how the absence of centralized political and normative authority in Arabia,
contrasted with the institutional density and normative sophistication of the
Christian Mediterranean world, manifested itself in the differing theological
structures and soteriological conceptions of Islam and Christianity.
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
